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Cloth Face Coverings

Homemade cloth face coverings that are made from household items or common materials can be used as an additional,
voluntary public health measure against COVID-19. The CDC advises the use of a simple cloth mask to slow the spread of the
virus and help people who may have the virus (and do not know it) from transmitting it to others.

Cloth Face Coverings Should:

Be worn in social settings where social distancing is difficult (grocery stores, pharmacies, etc.)
Fit snugly but comfortably against the side of the face

Be secured with ties or ear loops

Include multiple layers of fabric

Allow for breathing without restriction

Be laundered and machine dried without damage or change to shape (daily or after each use)

« Anyone who has trouble breathing
« On unconscious or incapacitated individuals who would otherwise not be able to remove the mask without assistance
